ATTENDANCE MATTERS

We have put together a Q&A of the most common questions we receive from our Zayed College whanau regarding
student attendance and absenteeism.

Studies have shown that regular attendance at school is critical to student achievement. We want to ensure that
your child is receiving the best learning experience with our kura to achieve better outcomes for their future.

It is important to remember that all attendance matters are to be reported to the Attendance Officer on 09 255 0904
ext 212 or linat@zayedcollege.school.nz

What happens if my child arrives late?
It is good practice for parents/carers to phone ahead before dropping your child off, to inform us if your child is
arriving late. Students must follow correct procedure and go straight to the office to sign in on arrival.

What if my child needs to leave early?

If you need to sign your child out early for any reason, please phone the school office in the mornings to let them
know. This allows the school office plenty of time to organise the release of your child from their class please expect
a delay as your child will need to be sent for. This is particularly relevant at interval or lunch.

If your child wishes to leave school due to a medical issue, they must first come to the office who will assess their
condition and call the student’s contact person to arrange for the student to be collected.

What happens if my child is ill/sick?

For any absence, please contact the school office. You can call 09 255 0904 or email
absence@zayedcollege.school.nz or use our Skool Loop App.

Each day the school is open and your child is absent, the parents/carers listed on the students profile will be
notified. It is important that your contact information is up-to-date. If unsure, please phone us to check your contact
details are correct.

What if my child is sick for more than 3 days?
If your child is absent for more than 3 days, a medical certificate is required.
The medical certificate from your Doctor or the District Health Board must state the date of when your child is

absent from and the duration of days your child is going to be absent from school.

Why have I received an absence notification when my child is at school?

There are a couple of reasons why:

. Your child arrived late to school and did not report to the office to sign in.
o Your child missed the roll call when names were being read out
o Your child is at school but is not in their timetabled class

Please encourage your child to be responsible for having their names correctly marked on the roll when arriving late
to school by following the correct procedure..

Can | take my child overseas during term time?

When school is open, we expect our students to be here and learning. Like every other secondary school in New
Zealand, we follow the term dates as decided by the Ministry of Education — and under the Education and Training
Act (2020).

Students must be enrolled in school and attending during term time.
